	The Championships are open to all with a qualification to represent Bedfordshire in the Inter- County Championships.

No player shall be eligible to compete unless he/she is in good standing with his/her National Association, and is at the closing date for entry into the Championships a playing member of a club affiliated to Badminton England.  Each competitor’s membership number must be quoted on the entry form.  Each competitor must be qualified to represent Bedfordshire in the Inter-County Championships (2009/10) in which the player must play-

	a)   for the county in which he/she was born; or

b)   for the county in which he/she has resided immediately preceding the time of playing:-

(i)   for at least 3 months if the player is a native of England, the Channel Islands or the Isle of Man; or
(ii)  for at least 6 months if the player is not a native of  England, the Channel Islands or the Isle of Man; or
c)   for the county for which the player shall previously have played, provided that he/she shall not   subsequently have played for another county; or
d)   for the county in which he/she has resided at any time for 10 consecutive years or more; or 

e)   in the case of a student, for the county in which he/she is residing for the purpose of attending a full-time course at a university or school, provided that sub paragraph b) above is observed; or
f)   special dispensation may be given in the case of students or those serving in H.M. Forces.

The championships will be played in accordance with Badminton England regulations and recommendations.  Events will be played in groups in the preliminary rounds if there are 8 players/pairs or less entered in an event, otherwise it will be played in a knockout format (with a plate event if court time permits).  The order of play will be at the discretion of the organisers and decided after the draw is made.
The championships will be played with feathered shuttles 

Competitors should report to the Tournament Referee on arrival.  Players should not leave the playing area without the permission of the Tournament Referee until eliminated from all events.
All trophies are perpetual.  Winners will be responsible for their safe keeping and return in good condition to the B.B.A.  The B.B.A. General and/or Tournament Committee(s) shall have the right to refuse permission for any trophy to be taken out of its care, and the right to recall any trophy at any time and for any reason.  Mementoes will be awarded to the winner(s) of each event.
